Man: Because you have the power to create
something that can change the entire planet. 

Woman: You are our heroes. 

  

Ellerman: The DEA Philadelphia Field
Division's Youth Summit was a grassroots approach. 

We invited five schools, area schools in the
city of Philadelphia numbering about 400 students. 

We started off with having an essay contest. 

We used that essay and we teamed up
with Temple and the drama department. 

What they did was they took the essays
and they actually made stories and skits 

about the experience of what the kids face on a daily basis.

Girl: Drugs go to your head and then
you get crazy and then you get addicted. 

Ellerman: It was a three-part approach. 

That was the first. 

The second was the DEA Hip-Hop and Dance. 

Guy: If you're really ready, say yeah. 

Ellerman: And the DEA Hip-Hop and Dance
has been very successful in Philadelphia. 

We've had five schools that have already participated. 

Today they actually get a couple of minutes to actually
see how the dance and the hip-hop interacts with students 

and it's been very successful. 

Guy: Hip-hop was created by people your age. 

Ellerman: The third part is a DEA CADCA event in
which we really want to talk to them about drug abuse, 

drug prevention, and we use a wheel that we actually
utilize to say what can drugs do to you if you're on them. 

Man: You're going to make [inaudible 1:37] hard decisions. 

You get pressure. Everyone knows what that is, right? 

Yeah, you know what that is. 

Man: Education is one of the
greatest alternatives to drug use. 

Man: Every one of you here are a leader, every one of you. 

Ellerman: And then at the end we have a lunch. 

The lunch is really special because we
have Temple University football players 

and other athletes that actually sit at
the tables to show what good mentors are. 

Prior to this we have agents assigned to each school 

so that means they actually ride the buses with the children 

to bring them here. 

They stay with them all day, and
they actually take the buses to go back. 

That sets up for us good student mentors, good agent mentors. 

Those agents are engaged in any
conversations about their own careers, 

about the abuses of drug and drug addiction. 

Today has been very successful. 

What really matters is what the kids get out of it,
and I think they have really got a very positive day. 

They understand the messages. 

Think twice and say no to drug and drug abuse.
